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TECHNICAL DESCRIPTION:
FILE SIZE:

The 5-percent A Sample, l-percent B Sample, and l-percent C Sample
each consist of a single file for Puerto Rico. (Unlike the state-
side samples, no 0.1l-percent subsamples have been drawn for Puerto
Rico.) Each file contains 193-character logical records of two
types: housing units and persons. The block size for the files
varies with user specifications. A printout listing the block
size and record count is sent with each file.

FILE SORT SEQUENCE:

The files are sorted by identified geographic area. See "Record
Sequence," p. 13, in stateside documentation cited below.

GEOGRAPHIC AREAS:

There are three separate public-use microdata samples, each featuring
a different geographic scheme on the individual records. Each has
been designed to parallel a corresponding public-use microdata sample
for the United States.

The A Sample (5-percent) identifies Puerto Rico and various subdivisions
termed “county groups," each with 100,000 or more inhabitants. These
units include four individual large municipios and four subdivisions

of San Juan municipio. The San Juan SMSA is also identifiable. (See
Appendix P for county group definitions. No maps are available.)

The B Sample (l-percent) identifies all five individual SMSAs. County
groups are defined differently between the B and A samples. (See
Appendix Q for county group definitions. No maps are available.)

The C Sample (1l-percent) identifies four types of area: in central
cities of urbanized areas, urban fringe, other urban, and rural. The
San Juan urbanized area is also identifiable.

Information on residence in 1975 is also provided. On the A and B
samples, county group of residence in 1975 is shown within both Puerto
Rico and the U.S.

FILE AVAILABILITY:
Each of the three samples for Puerto Rico constitutes a separate file, but
all three may be obtained on a single reel of tape at 6250 bpi. At 1600 bpi,
the A Sample requires one or two tapes depending on blocking factor speci-
fied; the B and C samples are available on one reel.

Tapes are available on 9-track, EBCDIC or ASCII, labelled or unlabelled, at
a cost of $140 per reel. ‘

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ESTIMATION PROCEDURE

The estimates which appear in this publication were ob-
tained from an iterative ratio estimation procedure which

resuited in the assignment of a weight 1o each sample

person or housing unit record. For any given tabulation
area, a characteristic total was estimated by summing the
weights assigned to the persons:or housing units in the
tabulation area which possessed the characteristic. Esti-
mates of family characteristics were based on the weights
assigned 10 the family mem,bers”designated as house-
holders. Each sample person or_housing unit record was
assigned exactly one weight 10 _be ‘used to produce esti-
mates of all characteristics. For example, if the weight
given to a sample person or housmg unit had the value
five, all characteristics of that person or housing unit
would be tabulated with a weight of five. The estimation
procedure, however, did ass;gn wetghts which vary from
person to person or housing unit to housing unit.

The estimation procedure used to assign the weights
was performed in geographically defined ‘“‘weighting
areas.”” Weighting areas were generally formed of adjoining
portions of geography, which ' closely agreed with census
tabulation areas within municipios. Weighting areas were
required to have a minimum :sample of 400 persons.
Weighting areas were never allowed 10 cross municipio
boundaries. In small municipios with a sample count of
less than 400 persons, the minimum required- sample
condition was relaxed 1o permit.the entire municipio to
become a weighting area.

Within a weighting area, the ratio estimation procedure
for persons was performed in three stages. For persons,
the first stage employed 17 household-type groups. The
second stage used two_groups: householders and non-
householders. The third stage could potentially use 16
age-sex groups. The stages were as follows:

Within a weighting area, the first step in the estimation
procedure was to assign each sample person record an
initial weight. This weight was approximately equal to the
inverse of the probability of selecting a person for the
census sample.

The next step in the estimation procedure was to com-
bine, if necessary, the groups in each of the three stages
prior to the repeated ratio estimation in order to increase
the reliability of the ratio estimation procedure. For each
stage, any group that did not meet certain criteria con-
cerning the unweighted sample count or the ratio of the
complete count ta the initially weighted sample count was
combined or collapsed with another group in the same
stage according to a specified collapsing pattern.

As the final step, the initial weights underwent three
stages of ratio adjustment which used the groups listed
above. At the first stage, the ratin of the complete census
count to the sum of the initial weights for each sample
person was computed for each stage | group. The initial
weight assigned to each person in a group was then multi-
plied by the stage | group ratio to produce an adjusted
weight, in stage 1], the stage ! adjusted weights were again
adjusted by the ratio of the complete census count to the
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sum of the stage | weights for sample persoans in each stage
Il group. Finally, the stage |l weights were adjusted at
stage 1ll by the ratio of the complete census count to
the sum of the stage 1l weights for sample persons in each
stage |1l group. The three stages of adjustment were per-
formed twice {two iterations) in the order given above.
The weights obtained from the second iteration for stage
111 were assigned to the sample person records. However,
to avoid complications in rounding for tabulated data,
only whole number weights were assigned. For example,
if the final weight for the persons in a particular group
was 7.2, then one-fifth of the sample persons in this group
were randomly assigned a weight of 8 and the remaining
four-fifths received a weight of 7.

Separate weights were derived for tabulating the place
of work and migration data items, The weights were ob-
tained by adjusting the weight derived above for persons
on questiohnaires selected for coding by the reciprocal of
the ED coding rate and a ratio adjustment 10 ensure that
the sum of the weights and complete-coum total popula-
tion figure would agree. '

The ratio estimation procedure for houslng units was
essentially the same as that for | persons The major differ-
ence was that the occupied housmg unit ratio estimation
procedure was done in two stages. and the vacant housing
unit ratio estimation procedure was done in one stage.
The first stage for occupied housing units employed 16
household-type categories and the second stage could
potentially use 19 tenure/value or rent groups. For vacant
housing units, three groups were utilized. The stages for
the ratio estimation for housing units were as follows:

The estimates produced by this procedure realize somr
of the gains in sampling efficiency that would have r.
sulted if the population had been stratified into the rati
estimation groups before sampling, and the sampling ra:
had been applied independently to each group. The m
effect is a reduction in both the standard error and tt
possible bias of most estimated characteristics to leve
below what would have resulted from simply using t
initial {unadjusted) weight. A by-product of this estim
tion procedure is that the estimates from the sample wi
for the most part, be consistent with the complete-con
figures for the population and housing unit groups use
in the estimation procedure.
